Through Jesus Christ our Lord; according to whose most true promise, the Holy
Ghost came down as at this time from heaven with a sudden great sound, as it had
been a mighty wind, in the likeness of fiery tongues, lighting upon the Apostles, to
teach them, and to lead them to all truth; giving them both the gift of divers
languages, and also boldness with fervent zeal constantly to preach the Gospel
unto all nations; whereby we have been brought out of darkness and error into the
clear light and true knowledge of thee, and of thy Son Jesus Christ. 7Therefore with
Angels, etc.

Upon the Feast of Trinity

Who art one God, one Lord; not one only Person, but three Persons in one
Substance. For that which we believe of the glory of the Father, the same we
believe of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost, without any difference or inequality.
